The Wartime Casualty Reporting System

PE#1:  The Casualty Reporting Flow and Procedures

1.  OBJECTIVE:  Draw and describe the wartime casualty system to show the procedures for collecting, recording, and reporting casualty information in a wartime environment.

2.  REFERENCES:  FM 12-6 and AR 600-8-1.

3.  MATERIALS REQUIRED:  Overhead transparencies, overhead projector or diamond screen, laptop computer, markers and high speed board.

4.  GENERAL INSTRUTIONS:

     a.  You are the 10th (US) Corps personnel group commander.  The corps chief of staff has tasked you to prepare and conduct a presentation on the wartime casualty reporting and information system for divisional and nondivisional units.  

     b.  You will present it to the corps commanding general and all major subordinate unit commanders.  The chief of staff encouraged you to be creative as you plan your presentation.  He wants you to graphically illustrate the system from company level to DA level (U.S. Total Army Personnel Command).  Your presentation must includes graphics that are in accordance with FM 101-5-1, and it must address the major processes and events that occur at each echelon of the system.

     c.  For your presentation, you will role play the following positions:

          (1)  Commander, 10th Personnel Group, CPT Wright.

          (2)  Commander, 10th Personnel Services Battalion, 1LT Caliskan.

          (3)  Division G1, CPT Tuell.

          (4).  The rest of the team will assist in project completion.

     d.  You will have until 1500 to prepare your presentation.  Be imaginative in developing your presentation.  It should be approximately 90 minutes in length.

5.  SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS.  In addition to the flow, your presentation must address the following:

     a.  Define casualty, PNOK, CLTs, ACIPS-LT and TAMMIS. 

     b.  Define KIA, WIA, MIA, captured, and detained.

     c.  Explain the difference between strength reporting and casualty reporting.

     d.  Explain the role casualty reporting plays in wartime replacement operations.

     e.  Explain DA Forms 1155 and 1156 and the circumstances surrounding the use of each form.           

     f.  Explain the use of the unit casualty log.

     g.  Describe the events leading up to the generation of the casualty message.          

     h.  Explain the different types of casualty reports in the system.

     i.  Explain the use of AR 600-8-1 in developing the casualty report.

     j. Explain the responsibilities of the PSB prior to submission to the personnel group, theater PERSCOM, and/or U.S. Total Army Personnel Command. 

     k.  Describe the responsibilities in preparing the letters of sympathy and condolence.
