HOUSING
Single officers or those officers not accompanied by spouse or other family members: You may stay in Dozier Hall, Kennedy Hall, Anderson Hall or Palmetto Lodge. The rooms in Dozier Hall have one double bed, dresser, closet, bathroom and kitchenette. The kitchenette has a range, oven, microwave, toaster, sink, dishwasher, refrigerator, and basic cooking utensils. Each room contains a love seat, coffee table, desk and chair, chair and stool, breakfast bar with two stools, iron and ironing boars, television, and phone with voice mail. The rooms in Kennedy Hall have one double bed, a private bath and a kitchenette shared with one adjacent room. Each room contains a table with two chairs, a desk and chair, two closets, refrigerator, coffeepot, microwave, telephone and television. You may not bring a toaster oven, hot plate, candles or anything with an open flame to Kennedy Hall. All lodging provide basic cable. They also provide maid service seven days a week. You will receive an allowance that will cover your cost of lodging and a portion of your food expenses. 

Officers accompanied by spouse or other family member(s): You are not eligible for TDY and therefore must reside off-post. Numerous apartment complexes exist within a few minutes drive of Fort Jackson. Off-post housing information is available from the Housing.  They will make every effort to help you find suitable housing. You must, however, visit this office and Alpha Company before signing a lease or otherwise obtaining housing. You will receive Basic Allowance for Subsistence and Basic Allowance for Housing at the dependent rate. Soldiers considering this option will need to coordinate with the course director prior to arrival.

Residents of Columbia and Nearby Localities: Students who are residents of Columbia and nearby towns and cities within a reasonable commuting distance to Fort Jackson will not be entitled to travel allowances and per diem payments. Soldiers in this category are usually not required to live on post and can commute to Fort Jackson daily.
